The Every Member Canvass for the
Tolland Federated Church is to be held
Sunday, November 23rd from 2:00 to
6:00 p.m.

$11,471 was adopted for 1959. This
means a definite increase over the past
year.

PARSONAGE FINANCE
COMMITTEE REPORT

The Parsonage Finance Committee,
consisting of Mrs. I. Tilden Jewett, John
Elliott, and Stuart Tinkham, met to
study the financial situation and to de-
velop plans for meeting the contractor’s
bills as they become due.

Satisfactory terms have been offered
by the Savings Bank of Tolland for a
construction mortgage for $14,000 at
4% % interest on unpaid balance.

The Connecticut Bank & Trust Co.,
Rockville Branch, has also offered to
lend necessary cash in anticipation of
pledge payments, using the “Drake
Fund” stock as collateral. This interest
rate will be 4% % on unpaid balance:

Pledges brought up to date at this
time will keep necessary indebtedness
at a minimum.
